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Surely the old Japanese civilization of benevolence and duty
was incomparably better in its comprehension of happiness, in
its moral ambitions, its larger faith, its joyous courage, its sim-
plicity and unselfishness, its sobriety and contentment. West-
ern superiority was #of ethical.
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
